PHARMACISTS

Pharmacists, also known as druggists or chemists, are healthcare professionals who practice in
pharmacy, the field of health sciences focusing on safe and effective medication use. The role of
the pharmacist has shifted from the classical "lick, stick, and pour"” dispensary role (that is, "lick
