How Could We Live without Internet?
The Internet is a lifestyle for many young people. It is a global computer network on which one can
achieve information exchange by connecting all the computers in the world. It began in the United
States of America in 1969 as a militaryexperiment.

Information sent over the Internet takes the shortest path available from one computer to another.
Its delivery speed is much faster than any other mail types. It only takes several seconds even if
you send it abroad. It gives the opportunity for millions of people to share information.

The most popular Internet service is e-mail (electronic mail). E-mail is a way of sending
messages between computers. E-mail addresses are very interesting. The most important symbol in
an e-mail is the @ sign (pronounced like the word “at”) which separates the personal user’s
identification (user ID) on the left, from the domain, or machine address, on the right. Domain name
is the address one can see on the Internet such as www.yahoo.com.tw. Here’s an example of e-mail
address of our Pridnestrovian State University:

It’s hard to remember how we could live without e-mail. Electronic mail has become one of today’s
standard ‘means of communication. We can compose, send and receive messages over electronic
communication systems. Originally e-mail was developed for sending simple text messages. But
now e-mail can include formatted text, colours and images into the message. To make e-mail more
“personal” some people use punctuation to add happy © or unhappy ® faces to their message!
Also, we can attach documents to e-mail messages.

Nowadays the synonym for the Internet is WWW standing for World Wide Web. It is a global
information net which combines images, videos, sounds and animations and then presents them to
users by the way of web pages. For example, when you open website www.english-test.net, you
will find the test “Computers™ for doing it and checking the results online.
