Linguistic Analyses

Phonetic Analysis. Every branch of linguistics has definitely outlined objects and aims of
research. Phonetics deals with speech sounds and intonation. Vowels and consonants are
subjected to modifications in connected speech. The modifications are observed both within
words and word boundaries. In this phonetic analysis we focus on a number of features such as
assimilation, accommodation, reduction, elision, and inserting, which are to be demonstrated
and explained in interesting examples taken from the text.

The adaptive modification of a consonant by a neighbouring consonant in a speech chain is
assimilation. Accommodation is used to denote the interchanges of VC or CV types.

1. Assimilation can be of different types:

a) progressive - the influence of the preceding sound on the following one: the pronunciation
of the ending s depends on the quality of the preceding consonant, it is pronounced as [z] after
voiced consonants and [s] after voiceless consonants; in the word sandwich under the influence
of [n] the consonant [d] changes into [n] and disappears;

b) regressive - the following sound influence on the articulation of the preceding one: width,
in them the alveolar [d] and [n] become dental, before the interdental (6] and [0];

¢) reciprocal or double - complex mutual influence of the adjacent sounds: free [tri:] the
sonorant [r] is partly devoiced under the influence of the voiceless [t] and the alveolar [t]
becomes post-alveolar before the post-alveolar [r];

Reduction is actually qualitative or quantitative weakening of vowels in unstressed positions.
Quantitative Reduction — shortening of a vowel sound in the unstressed position, affects mainly
long vowels. Qualitative reduction — obscuration of vowels towards, affects both long and short
vowels. Elision is a complete loss of sounds, both vowels and consonants.

Elision of vowels in the unstressed position, e.g., I'm up already [aimApo:lredi]. Inserting is
a process of sound addition. There exist three linking sounds in English - [r], ], [W]: mother [r]
and father, three [j] apples, two [w] eggs.

The grammar hierarchy is as follows: a sentence
consists of one or more clauses; a clause consists of one or more phrases; a phrase consists of one or
more words. So, The sentence is the highest unit that is normally treated in grammar. Below the
word is the morpheme. Affixes (prefixes, suffixes, inflections signal grammatical variations of a
word or indicate what part of speech it belongs to. The main objectives of the grammar analysis are
to identify the words as parts of speech and phrases (nouns, verbs, prepositions, adverbs, noun
phrase, verb phrases, etc) that comprise a sentence, parts of the sentence (subject, predicate, object,
attribute, etc), and to describe the sentence structure (simple, complex sentences, subordinate
clauses, etc) in the text. In other words, it is important to explain how the sentence works by means
of words, forms of words, and word combinations. The grammar of narratives and novels reflects
the world created by writers and their viewpoints. The grammar may be as standard as non-
standard. Most of the fiction is written in the simple past tense, the present tense is also used to
created dramatic effects. Mood will vary depending upon the requirements of the author.
Declarative mood is most common, but interrogatives and imperatives are used to vary the pace and
change the focus. In fiction, sentence structures are often complex. When simple sentences are used,
they are often emphatic or striking. Because writers can experiment, there can also be sentences that
do not appear to conform to standard grammatical patterns. Writers vary the kind of sentence
structure they use, to maintain readers' interest and to make their fictional world seem alive.

Writers can adopt a variety of approaches to convey the speech of their characters on the page.
Direct speech is an exact copy of the precise words spoken, allowing characters to speak for
themselves. This approach gives prominence to the speaker's point of view. If writers vary spelling,
vocabulary, word order and so on, it is possible to produce an accurate phonological, lexical and
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syntactical written version of characters' accents and dialects. Indirect speech reports what someone
has said, using a subordinate that clause. The person who is reporting the conversation intervenes as
an interpreter by selecting the reported words. This submerges the original speaker's point of view.

Sample Analyses

The story “The Cop and the Anthem” was written by the well-known American short-story
writer O'Henry (1862-1910). This was a pseudonym of William Sydney Porter. The author was a
recognized master of short stories, which are characterized by colourful detail, keen wit and great
narrative skill, with sharp, unexpected and surprising endings. His own colorful life was reflected in
more than 250 stories. Their signature feature is the use of coincidence and ironic twist of
circumstance to produce a surprise ending to the plot. This device has held the attention of an
enormous audience down to the present day. Henry worked as a bank teller and a newspaper
columnist, among other trades. He spent three years in prison for stealing bank funds, and wrote
many stories in prison. His stories are often about victims of coincidence or fate, such as the main
character in "The Cop and the Anthem." His writing is characterized by flowery language and high-
level vocabulary. His most famous collections include "Cabbages and Kings", "The Four Million",
etc.

The title of the story under analysis is short but it excites many associations. Cop is a slang
word relevant to the social dialects. The native speakers of slang are peasants, ruined petty
bourgeois and declassed elements. So the story may be centred round the declassed elements or it’s
quite possible that the cop is a round character of the story. It may well be that there is a conflict
between the first and the latter.

Anthem is a piece of Scripture set to music for singing in churches. From our point of view
the church may become a turning-point in resolving this conflict.

The story under consideration belongs to a psychological type as it’s concerned mainly with
the mental and emotional life of the character. It made us think of the theme of the story which is in
our opinion a social drama of the man who lost his work, his family, and his home.

The main idea of the story may be formulated like this: “zhe man is a plaything of destiny
and if he is preordained to something he can 't get away from it.” By the way, this idea runs all
through O’Henry’s creative activity.

The Cop and the Anthem is the third-person narration where the author has the omniscient
point of view because he knows everything about the events and the character and knows all his
thoughts and motives. At the same time, he is an objective narrator because he simply shows things
without commenting or explaining: he is more like a camera.

As for the structure of the story, its composition consists of the following components:
exposition, complication, climax, and resolution.

The exposition is the information necessary to understand the story. So, at the beginning of
the story the author gets us acquainted with Soapy whose home is a bench in Madison Square and
three months on the Island was what his soul craved.

The complication is the catalyst that begins the major conflict. To define the complication of
the analysed story we are to clear up the major conflict. As we see it, the conflict is inside Soapy’s
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soul: he is looking for three months of assured board and bed and congenial company, safe from
Boreas and bluecoats.... 1t’s against Soapy’s proud spirit to get the gifis of charity from
institutions, municipal and eleemosynary on which he might set out and receive lodging and food
accordant with simple life. That’s why he prefers o be the guest of the law. So, the complication of
the story is the approaching winter and Soapy’s searching of ways to find himself in the prison.

The climax of the story, in my opinion, is the change in Soapy’s soul when he comes up the
church and hears Sabbath anthem. Having heard it ke viewed with swift horror the pit into which he
had tumbled, the degraded days, unworthy desires, dead hopes, wrecked faculties and base motives
that made up his existence. At this moment he decided that he would make a man of himself again;
he would conquer the evil that had taken possession of him. The climax is interrupted by the flash-
back when Soapy remembers the time when he was young and ambitious. So, the anthem inspired
Soapy to find work the next day and to become ‘somebody in the world.’

The resolution of the story is the emergence of the policeman and the verdict of the Police
Court Three months on the Island.

As far as the characters are concerned, there are some flat characters, they don’t change
during the course of the story: the head waiter of the restaurant, an officer near the shop window, a
young woman standing before a show window, a well-dressed man in a cigar store. These
characters are described briefly with one or two details.

As for the round character, it is the only one in the story. His name is Soapy. Soapy is a
complex person and he develops during the course of the story. The author makes his character
distinctive by giving the description of his appearance and dress, behaviour and thoughts.

At the beginning of the story the writer presents Soapy informing the reader about the
character. Further, he shows Soapy’s behaviour and thoughts with the help of which the readers are
trusted by the author to see things.

From the description of Soapy’s appearance and clothes we come to the conclusion that he is
a decent and neat person. Soapy had confidence in himself from the lowest button of his vest
upward. He was shaven, and his coat was decent and his neat black, ready-tied four-in-hand had
been presented to him by a lady missionary on T, hanksgiving Day. This description characterizes
Soapy’s social status. Evidently, he is a gone to pieces person, whose coat had been presented to
him by a lady missionary on Thanksgiving Day. He had frayed trousers and decadent shoes on.

From the context of the story we can understand that some time ago Soapy had been more

Jortunate fellow New Yorkers who had bought their tickets to Palm Beach and the Riviera each
winter and there was time; he was comparatively young yet: he would resurrect his old eager
ambitions and pursue them without faltering. These lines help us to understand Soapy’s personality.
He was a young, ambitious person and his indecision and pride brought him to bankruptcy. Soapy is
proud indeed. That is proved by the following lines from the story: Bul to one of Soapy's proud
spirit the gifts of charity must have its toll of a bath, every loaf of bread its compensation of a
private and personal inquisition. Wherefore it is better to be a guest of the law, which, though
conducted by rules, does not meddle unduly with a gentleman’s private affairs.

Soapy’s character is developing during the course of the story. In the beginning we can see a
person who is searching the reason or the way to find himself in the jail. He is ready to order an
expensive dinner in the luxurious restaurant and not to pay for it. Then he takes a cobblestone and
dashes it through the glass. Further, he adheres to a good-looking woman whom he tries to shake
off. Afterwards he begins o yell drunken gibberish at the top of his harsh voice. He danced,
howled, raved and otherwise disturbed the welkin.

He steals an umbrella and no policeman pays attention to him. So Soapy “is doomed to
liberty.” At the end of the story we come across Soapy’s reflections inspired by the anthem played
by the organist in the church. The author makes his character distinctive through his thoughts:
“Those solemn but sweet organ notes had set up a revolution in him. To-morrow he would go into
the roaring downtown district and find work.... He would be somebody in the world. He would -- .~
And at that moment the ironic twist of circumstance produces a surprise ending to the story: Soapy

Jelt a hand laid on his arm. He looked quickly around into the broad face of a policeman... and was
sentenced to three months on the Island. Thus, the author managed to create true-to-life character, a
generalized image of a sentimental tramp that possesses a psychological convincingness and the
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reader sympathizes with him.

As far as the setting is concerned the main character appears in various places. At the
beginning of the story we meet him in Madison Square, the palace which is closely connected with
the biography of the writer. There he came after leaving prison and watched the life of poor people,
such as salesmen, clerks, commercial travellers and tramps. Then the reader follows Soapy towards
Broadway and other streets of New York. The weather reflects his mood, winter is appropriate to
Soapy’s spirit and state of his soul. 4 dead leaf fell on Soapy’s lap. That was Jack Frost's card.
Jack is kind to the regular denizens of Madison Square and gives fair warning of his annual call. At
the corner of four streets he hands his paste board to the North Wind, footman of the mansion of All
Outdoors, so that the inhabitants thereof may make ready.

On the contrary, we observe changing in Soapy’s mood when he comes up the church and
hears sweet music that caught and held him transfixed against the convolutions of the iron fence.
The moon was above, lustrous and serene; vehicles and pedestrians were few; sparrows twittered
sleepily in the eaves — for a little while the scene might have been a country churchyard. .....for he
had known it well in the days when his life contained such things as mothers and roses and
ambitions and friends and immaculate thoughts and collars. Through this description and thoughts
of the character the author show a sudden wonderful change in Soapy’s soul: He viewed with swift
horror the pit into which he had tumbled, the degraded days, unworthy desires, dead hopes,
wrecked faculties and base motives that made up his existence.

The story is emotionally moving and some details produce an emotional reaction. The author
proves to be a real master. He employs a lot of expressive means and stylistic devices to make the
story vivid and bright. Firstly let’s comment on the effect of the use of lexical stylistic devices.
Sometimes the author uses irony to express his opinion of the character: The portion of him that
would show above the table would raise no doubt in the waiter’s mind. And then to the wailer he
betrayed the fact that the minutest coin and himself were strangers......to feel pleasant official clutch
upon his arm..., ....doomed to liberty.... The author uses irony to show Soapy’s social position and
his attitude to himself in these circumstances.

O’Henry uses the metaphor and personification in the story to describe one thing in terms
of another, creating an implicit comparison and describes objects and ideas as if they were a human
being. In such a way he shows inner feelings of the character. soft light glowed...; sweet music that
caught and held him ...; ...dead hopes; mind refused to accept..., Into this place Soapy took his
accusive shoes and telltale trousers without challenge. ....courage permitied him o woo capture
again. A sudden fear seized Soapya...; And also in a moment his heart responded thrillingly to this
novel mood: ...impulse moved him to the battle with his desperate fate. In Soapy's opinion the Law
was more benign than Phylanthropy.”

Sometimes the author uses allusion in the course of writing. He references indirectly, by
word or phrase, to a historical, literary, mythological, biblical facts or to a fact of everyday life:
"That was Jack Frost’s card.... Ai the corners of four streets he hands his pasteboard to the North
Wind.... As Cesar had his Brutus, every bed of charity must have its toll of a bath...

In his fancy the Island seemed an unattainable Arcadia.”™

The reader comes across the metonymy when the name of an attribute or object is
substituted for the object itself: Island, for example, is a prison in New York; Bluecoats are
policemen. Very often O’Henry uses indirect way to name a familiar object and phenomenon or
periphrasis. In other words, he uses a longer phrasing in place of a possible shorter and plainer
form of expression to emphasize Soapy’s longing for being imprisoned. E.g.: a guest of the law —a
prisoner; the law s minions - policemen; winter quarters, insular haven or winter refuge — prison;
rendered him immune to arrest;- he wanted to fall into their clutches —he wanted to be
imprisoned.

Sometimes the author replaces an unpleasant word or expression by a conventionally more
accepted one, thus he uses euphemism: A/l Outdoors — tramps; winter refuge — prison.

In some sentences he uses oxymoron to show Soapy’s anger and fear that he wouldn’t be able to
find the reason for being arrested: A sudden fear seized Soapy that some dreadful enchantment had
rendered him immune to arrest. or He was doomed to liberty.

We’ve come across zeugma in two sentences were the writer uses a word in the same
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grammatical but different semantic relations to two adjacent words in the context, the semantic
relations being, on the one hand, literal and, on the other, transferred: Its crockery and atmosphere
were thick; its soup and napery thin. He halted in the district where by night are found the lightest
streets, hearts, vows and librettos. To our mind the author uses this device to show Soapy’s
confusion and embarrassment; he is lost in this life and society.

In order to highlight one important quality of two objects or ideas belonging to different
classes the author uses simile: No cop for youse, said the waiter with voice like butter cakes and an
eye like cherry in a Manhattan cocktail. While reading the story we came across cliché in the
following sentence: Arrest seemed but a rosy dream.

The next to comment is the effect of the use of stylistic devices on the syntactical and
phonetic level. Sometimes elliptical sentences where one of the main members is omitted can be
met in the story: Noisy, but no harm. The following sentence is a model of presenting the colloquial
speech of the characters, there nationality and other characteristics. 7is one of them Yale lads
celebratin the goose egg they give to the Hartford

College. Noisy; but no harm. Weve instructions to lave them be.’

The author uses graphon - the intentional violation of the graphical shape of a word (fis
instead of this; celebratin’) to reflect the character’s pronunciation. He supplies us with information
about the speaker’s origin, social and educational background. O’Henry uses slang the goose egg to
give the object emotional and ironical characteristic; and to indicate the person’s nationality he uses
the Scottish word to /lave, which means to leave.

For the sake of emphasis or effect the author uses sometimes a rhetorical question, a
question asked without expecting an answer but. The expected answer is usually yes or no.

Would never a policeman lay hands on him?

To create a literary effect (but often without regard for literal significance) O’Henry uses
polysyndeton - the repetition of conjunctions in close succession for rhetorical effect: Here was an
old church, quaint and rambling and gabled; And the anthem that the organist played cemented
Soapy to the iron fence, for he had known it well in the days when his life contained such things as
mothers and roses and ambitions and friends and immaculate thoughts and collars.’

Besides, to emphasize the impression the anthem made on Soapy, the hyperbole the anthem
cemented Soapy is used here. To secure a gradual increase in significance, importance or emotional
tension in the utterance we observe the arrangement of sentences which is called the climax: He
viewed with swift horror the pit into which he had tumbled, the degraded days, unworthy desires,
dead hopes, that made up his existence.

We can’t help mentioning here the epithets the author uses to show the awful despair of the
hero in realizing his place in the society: swifi horror, the degraded days, unworthy desires, dead
hopes. To influence the reader and to emphasize an image of his hero, O’Henry uses the repetition
(anaphora) of the same word or group of words at the beginning of several consecutive sentences:
He would pull himself out of the mire; he would make a man of himself again; he would conquer the
evil that had taken possession of him. ... .....he would go into the roaring downtown district and find
work... .... He would find him tomorrow and ask for the position. He would be somebody in the
world. He would ---.

The writer deliberately stops short and leaves something unexpressed. It’s obvious that the
aposiopesis makes readers use the imagination. It gives the impression that he is unwilling or
unable to continue. In this case it portrays Soapy being overcome with passion, fear, anger,
excitement in his desire to change his life.

We can say that the reader feels sympathy with Soapy. But at the same time such a person
can arouse only feeling of pity, a desire to help him and support. As for me, I find the story quite
deep and thought-provoking, making us estimate the values of life. The idea is we shouldn’t be
afraid of cruel reality. If we want to live a full life, we have to do everything to gain our aim, but
not to live in a fool's paradise and go down the stream. The English proverb says “God helps those
who help themselves.”
