No visit to London is complete without a trip to Buckingham Palace, the official London residence of
the British monarch (currently Queen Elizabeth II).

Buckingham Palace was built for the Duke of Buckingham in 1703 and, as such, was known simply as
Buckingham House. Its first royal resident was King George III, who bought it in 1762, but it was not
until 1837, when Victoria became queen, that it became the official royal palace of the British monarch.

Approximately 450 people work at Buckingham Palace, and each year more than 50,000 people enjoy
some form of entertainment there - the Queen often holds garden parties and receptions for invited guests.
In the 1990s, the palace became even more open, with members of the public being allowed to go on a
tour of the 'state rooms'.

No king or queen has lived in the Palace of Westminster, which is on the north bank of the River
Thames in London, since the 1500s. Today, the Palace of Westminster is better known by its other name:
the Houses of Parliament.

Although the oldest part of the palace in existence today is over 900 years old, most of the building is
less than two hundred years old. In 1834, the palace was almost completely destroyed by fire and had to
be rebuilt. Parts of the building were also damaged by bombs during the Second World War.
