10. The phenomenon of adaptation (assimilation) — the speech organs adjust themselves to make a
more convenient transition from one articulation to another, they display, as it were, a certain "economy"
of effort.

11. The syllable is one or more speech sounds forming a single uninterrupted unit of utterance
which may be a commonly recognized subdivision of a word or the whole of a word [Wells 2000: 758].

12. The phoneme is a minimal abstract linguistic unit realized in speech in the form of speech
sounds opposable to other phonemes of the same language to distinguish the meaning of morphemes and
words (by Shcherba + Vassilyev).

The phoneme comprises material, real and objective features and at the same time distinctive
abstractional and generalized ones (because it represents all the relevant features which are present in all
the allophones of the phoneme). It exists in the material form of speech sounds (allophones). Phonemes
are linguistically important, for their function in a language is to distinguish words and morphemes from
ong another. Phonemic variants have no distinctive function as such.
